13.3 Community Comments

The following are a summary of community comments:

e Like the feel and design of the building and think the design is going in

the right direction

e Generally like the location of the library on the corner of Fort

Smallwood Road and Duvall highway

e  General feeling is that the exterior character of the library fits the scale,

feel and context of the local community
o Like the standing seam roof

e  Question was raised as to whether a temporary library location will be

provided during construction

e Like the sight lines available from front entry book drop for safety

reasons.
Can there be tables in the outdoor area?

Like the port hole window adjacent to the entry
Like the “READ” bike rack

provides for good clear views for drivers, etc.

e  Concern about ensuring there are multiple entries and exits for egress in

case of emergency

o The design team responded by explaining that the building
must be designed to meet building and life safety codes that
define the size and quantity of doors in order for everyone in

the building to be able to egress safely in an emergency.

Taking some trees down along Fort Smallwood Road is good because it
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e Concern about being able to see into the library from the exterior
e Concern about kids being able to walk out the children’s area door to
the outside.
o The design team responded by explaining that these doors
would typically be on an alarm to alert staff if someone used
these doors to exit the building.
